PROSPECTIVE  PUPPY  OWNERS  QUESTIONNAIRE

Thank you for inquiring about TwyceLuvd Bullmastiffs and Pugs.  Kay Pedisich and Carol Kendig breed occasionally to produce quality Bullmastiffs and Pugs of superior temperament and conformation.  Kay has been involved in the dog fancy for over twenty five years and Carol for over ten.  Within our partnership we belong to local breed clubs, national breed clubs, and specialty clubs where Kay has held offices and Carol has contributed to newsletter production.  Through our show activities, club affiliations, continuing research, seminars, and educational programs, we keep abreast with the latest information on all things relating to canines.  It is a lot of work but a labor of love for both of us.

When we have litters we make sure the puppies go to loving, committed homes.  We do our best to screen the owners to ensure a good match between the puppy and the new owner.  Before a puppy leaves one of our homes it has been well cared for, socialized, and loved.  However, no puppy goes to its new home as a trained, well-mannered finished product.  It is up to you to complete the job we have started.  You are responsible for the further development of the puppy’s personality through structured discipline, training, healthy feeding, proper care, guidance, and love.  In an effort to ensure that every puppy receives the love and attention it requires throughout its life, we ask that all potential owners complete this questionnaire.  If some questions seem intrusive and the form rather long, please remember this is done for the welfare of the puppy.  If you wish to be put on our waiting list, you must complete the form and send it back to us in a timely manner.

All of our puppies are Temperament Tested so that we may match the right puppy to the right home as closely as possible.  Because we have been observing and interacting with the puppies during this crucial stage of their development, we obviously know them better than the potential owners.  Therefore, we make the final decisions regarding which puppy goes to which home based on our observations and the results of the Temperament Test. Contrary to popular belief, there is much more to picking a puppy than choosing the first one that comes to you. We have had considerable success over the years in placing puppies in their perfect homes, and we ask you to trust our expertise in this important decision.  It is unlikely that you would be able to choose your own puppy unless there is more than one that fits your family profile.

This questionnaire serves the purpose of helping us become better acquainted with the people inquiring about our puppies.  It presents a more complete picture of what you are looking for in a companion animal.  The questionnaire does not constitute a contract on our part that there will be a puppy available for you, nor do your responses serve as the sole determination of whether or not a puppy will be offered.  Nor does filling out and returning this form require you to purchase a puppy from us.  Once we have decided together that one of our puppies is right for you, a non-refundable deposit of $100.00 will be required.  This means that barring any unforeseen circumstances you will be receiving a puppy from us at about 8 weeks of his/her age.

Prior to taking your puppy home you will be given information on the care and training of your puppy, a list of proper equipment and supplies to obtain prior to bringing your puppy home, and a sample of the contract.  On pick-up day you will be given a completed contract which must be signed, your puppy’s AKC registration slip (if we have agreed on a name), a copy of health records, some puppy food, feeding instructions, a towel with familiar smells on it, and a toy bag.  These items are by no means everything your puppy needs, but we include them to make the transition as smooth as possible for everyone.  The puppy will have already been taken for several car rides in a crate and will be fairly comfortable with riding.  Be sure to bring the puppy’s crate with you when you come to pick him/her up, as this is the safest means of transport.

Please take into consideration all of the costs of dog ownership and be sure they fit into your budget.  You will need to allow for the costs of adequate fencing, quality food, veterinary care, training classes, on-going supplies, and, if applicable, showing costs.  Dog ownership is a major responsibility and should not be taken lightly under any circumstances.  Our primary concern is the welfare of our puppies.  We want them in the best homes possible where they are considered important family members, not “just a dog.”  Being very people oriented, our dogs will look to you for leadership and companionship all of their life.  If you feel up to this lifelong commitment (8-12 years), we would be happy to hear from you.  If not, please consider waiting until your life is better suited for dog ownership.
